He was finance director with ActionAid (1986-1991) and Barnardo's (1992-1995) before moving to the BBC World Service as chief operating officer in 1995. Andrew has also served as a trustee of a wide range of charities, including VSO, the UK Committee for UNICEF, the Diana, Princess of Wales Memorial Fund and a number of smaller charities in his local community.  He is a non-executive Board member of the Council for Healthcare Regulatory Excellence and the Information Commission.

Andrew was co-founder of the Charity Finance Directors’ Group in 1988 and its chair from 1992-1994.  He received the Outstanding Achievement Award for long-standing commitment and service to the voluntary sector at the Charity Awards 2008.
